L2L & United Way - Directing Some (or All) Contributions to GJP

Here's how your firm's lawyers can direct some or all of one's United Way contribution to GJP. 

1.  Alt #1 – Complete "Option C" on the United Way Pledge Form.  United Way has advised that even though GJP is not listed on the back of its pledge form as a "Community Partner" (and thus has no code), nevertheless listing Georgia Justice Project and its address:  438 Edgewood Ave, Atlanta, GA 30312 on the pledge form under Option C works.  
Need to Advise GJP of Such Designations:   Because United Way sends one check covering multiple contributors – without listing who they are – GJP can not otherwise send thank you notes – or otherwise cultivate these contributors.  SO – please advise GJP (Melissa or Shannon) of designations either (i) by sending GJP one list of donors and amounts for GJP or (ii) by asking people to notify GJP directly (an e-mail to Melissa works).  
BUT:  Because GJP does not have a United Way code number, one cannot designate GJP using United Way's "e-pledge" site – its pull down menu list does not include GJP and there's no write in capability on the e-pledge site.  
2.  Alt # 2 – Send a Check Directly to United Way with a Letter That Designates GJP:  This works if pay by check.  A sample letter is attached on the Lawyer to Lawyer page.  BUT – copying Melissa is important for the reasons noted above.

Important Information:  United Way keeps 9.5% of what you designate to the Georgia Justice Project.
